TREATMENT TIERS

While the Family Supervision Plan and your Court Order will always be in place and take precedent, when you have progressed to a certain level in counseling, you may have the opportunity to earn certain privileges. These privileges will be contingent on:
1. Progression in treatment
2. Commitment to treatment (consistent homework completion attendance, participation in group)

3. Applying treatment concepts (Minimal maintenance behaviors)

4. Honesty (Passed polygraphs with no new disclosures)

5. Parents fully support treatment process and have demonstrated strong supervision skills

Everyone starts here:
Tier I (In addition to the Court Order and Family Supervision Plan)

Internet use for homework only with direct supervision

No Girlfriends/Boyfriends
No physical contact with females

Visual supervision by parent always (or approved substitute)

The following privileges are not automatic. They will be considered on an individual basis:

Tier II- First Opportunity for Tier II after passed sex history polygraph-

Internet- music, games on internet with supervision

Limited talking to girls on the phone 

Side hugs with females at school

*Limited time outside without parent supervision (ride bike, basketball, soccer, skateboard)- locations with minimal risk of children being present
Driving to school, work, and counseling without parents
Eligible for optional safety plans

Tier III- First Opportunity for Tier III after completed offense cycle-
Along with Tier II’s privileges:

Girlfriend (with approval from group)
*Some activities with peers without supervision (appropriate movies, going to friend’s house if no children)
Tier IV- First Opportunity for Tier IV after passed maintenance polygraph
Along with Tier II’s and Tier III’s privileges:

Limited contact with girlfriend (if in relationship) with group permission- 

Facebook, e-mail, X-box live, with supervision with parent agreement to monitor

*If a child under the age of 12 is present, you must immediately leave or you will be in violation of your probation.
